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 Funeral Arrangements in Bundoran and St. Joseph’s, Ballyshannon. 
Because there is now only one Priest in our Parish, certain events which are not easily anticipated need to be 

approached in a sensitive and sensible manner.  All the Funeral Directors / Undertakers who supervise fu-
nerals in our Parish have been asked to help families take into account certain difficulties which may arise at 

the time of a funeral. In days gone by when more than one Priest served a parish, most Parishioners and                        
Undertakers could presume that dates and times suitable to families for funerals would not cause any diffi-
culty.  That situation has now greatly changed because due to other  circumstances, the only Priest may 
now not be available, It is very important for families and Funeral Undertakers to contact the Priest before 
any public arrangements are made, to ensure that the Priest is available on a particular day and time.  Other 

events which the Priest cannot change may need his presence and it should not be presumed that a substitute 
Priest might be available. We will do all we can to facilitate local funerals but there will be times when re-

quests associated with Funeral Masses or burials will be difficult to fulfil. We especially ask all Funeral        
Directors / Undertakers not to make any arrangements without first contacting the Priest to ensure he is 

available to fulfil them.
